Annual Report (2025-26)
Air Force School Annual Report for the academic year 2025-2026 highlights the accomplishments, challenges, and milestones achieved by our school community over the past year. It includes key achievements in academics, extracurricular activities (sports, arts, clubs), community engagement, infrastructure development.

Academic Achievements - Air Force School Jodhpur had all three streams namely Science, Commerce and Humanities in session 2024-25. The board result for 10th and 12th class was 100 percent in Session 2024-2025.

· In class 12th Science, Manya Vishnoi stood first securing 88.4%, Harish Chaudhary stood second securing 80.6% and   Hitesh Kumar stood third with 80.2%. 
· In Class 12th Commerce, Manjeet stood first securing 82.2%, Kuber Sharma stood second securing 80.8% and Kushal Sharma stood third with 76.8%.
· In Class 12th Humanities, Shubhika Rajpurohit stood first securing 81.06%, Vaidhavi stood second with 80.4% and Swaroop stood third with 69.6%.
· In Class 10th, Ankit Kumar Shahi stood first securing 95.6%, Vanshika Jalwania stood second with 95.2% and Saroop Singh stood third with 89.8%.

Sports achievement - Sports competitions inculcate the spirit of positive challenges and sportsmanship among the students. Our students actively participated in different sports competitions and won medals certificates & trophies.

· The SWAC Air Force School Football Tournament was held between 5th to 8th May 2025 at Pune and Jodhpur team under-15 won gold medal in final match.
· From 8th to 11th July 2025 students participated in the selection matches for Subroto Cup International Football Tournament.
· SWAC Tournament was held from 28th to 31st July at Jodhpur and Air Force School Jodhpur won the championship. 
· All India Air Force Schools’ Athletics and Sports Championship 2025 was held from 24th to 26th September at Chandigarh and our students won gold and silver medals in events. 
· On 2nd November 2025 our students participated in the Shekhon – IAF Marathon 2025 and got medals and certificates on completion of the marathon. 
· On 14th December 2025 our students participated in the S K Marathon which helped students for their physical fitness and mental strength.

Environment Education - Next most important value to be inculcated in the future generation is environment education thus let’s begin with all the efforts made in the field of environment education.

· On 19th April 2025 Best out of waste activity was conducted for class II to V to promote environmental awareness among students from a very early stage.
· On 28th June a special event Ek Ped Maa Ke Naam was organized for class V students. Students planted small saplings. 
· On 17th July a special assembly was organized by class XI students on theme – Save The Dolphin Project. Students presented a wonderful play showing the seriousness of the situation
· On 18th July green Day celebration was conducted for pre-primary students. Students did seed germination activity, guessing the vegetables activity and tracing the trunk activity. 
· On 25th October 2025 National Painting competition was conducted by the Ministry of Power, Government of India on Energy Conservation. 

Health and Mental Well-Being Activities – Lot of workshops and seminars were conducted for improving the understanding of health & hygiene and proper mental health of school community.

· On 7th and 8th April 2025 Special assembly was conducted on ‘Importance of Millets’ to promote a healthy lifestyle and supporting a sustainable agriculture.
· On 16th April 2025 Sqn Ldr Priyanka Sharma Michael from SMC guided school community regarding measures to prevent heat stroke, dehydration, importance of drinking water after every period, frequent use of ORS, first aid if an individual faints etc.
· On 21st June 2025 International Yoga Day was celebrated in school.
· On 26th June 2025 International Day against Drug Abuse and Illicit Trafficking was observed by NCC cadets by conducting a rally.
· From 28th June to 5th July 2025 a series of awareness activities were conducted under the theme – Sugar Awareness and Healthy Living. Students prepared sugar board and participated in slogan writing, power point presentation, etc.
· On 4th August 2025 Oil board activity was conducted.
· On 17th November 2025 a seminar on Emotional and Mental Well-being was organized for class V students. 
· On 20th November 2025 Stress Management Workshop was conducted for students of class X and XII.
· On 24th March 2026 Sqn Ldr Priyanka Sharma Michael took a seminar on prevention of Rabies for the teachers and on 25th March she explained it to the helpers.

Teachers’ Workshops – CBSE workshops and other workshops were conducted in school premises in this session.

· On 28th April 2025 teachers’ workshop on ICC and POCSO was conducted to equip teachers with the knowledge and skill necessary to identify, respond to, and prevent incidents of child abuse & harassment and sexual harassment at workplace. 
· On 11th and 12th July 2025 CBSE workshop on – School Health and Wellness was conducted in school.
· On 21st August 2025 teachers’ workshop on Gemini was conducted to enrich the technological knowledge of teachers.
· On 19th November 2025 online workshop on Mental Health in Classrooms was conducted for teachers by 2 Wing Viman Nagar Pune.
· On 20th November 2025 CBSE’s online workshop was conducted regarding the two-board system in class X.
· On 22nd December 2025 CBSE’s workshop on Story Telling as Pedagogy was conducted for teachers in school premises.
· On 16th January 2026 workshop on Retirement Planning was conducted for the teachers in school AV room.
· On 13th February 2026 teachers attended CBSE’s online workshop regarding class XII copy correction. 

Skill Development – As per the guidelines of the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020, which emphasizes the enhancement of students’ skills, we have organized and conducted a variety of activities and programs. The details of these initiatives are as follows: 

· From 9th to 13th April 2025 Educational visit to Bal Bhawan Delhi was conducted for class VIII students for skill enhancement.
· Swimming classes were conducted for students of class VI to VIII.
· On 12th August 2025 ATL Tinkering Day was celebrated in school. Students participated in Mega ATL Tinkering Day activity conducted by NITIAYOG and made working vacuum cleaners.  
· On 31st October 2025 exhibition of projects made by students was organized along with the PTM. Parents enthusiastically participated in the event and gave their positive feedbacks.
· On 18th November 2025 students of class VI B conducted a podcast with the Principal of KV No 2 as part of their communication skill activity.
· The Skill Development Camp 2026 for Classes VI to VIII was successfully conducted from 17th March to 27th March, from 8:30 am to 11:00 am. The camp aimed to promote “Learning by Doing” through engaging and activity-based sessions. Students actively participated by selecting one technical and one non-technical skill as per their interest. Technical activities included Atal Tinkering Projects and developing board games using Code.org, enhancing creativity and problem-solving skills. Non-technical activities such as Music and Art & Craft helped in nurturing artistic expression and confidence. A fun activity on seed germination was also conducted for all students to promote environmental awareness. The camp witnessed enthusiastic participation and positive response from students. Overall, the initiative was highly successful in developing essential life skills beyond academics.

PTA  Activities - Teachers and Parents are the same part of the journey to nurture our students. Air Force School Jodhpur has a Parent Teacher Association, which helps to make the parents understand their children better, support them in academics and get their precious feedback.
